Hours

If you're looking to use any of the Town's public parks,
you had better not lose track of time. That's because
the Town is looking to change the hours in all parks.

The Commission is supporting changing when the
parks are open to the public. Currently the parks are
open "“from dawn to dusk." But town leaders are
looking to get more precise in order to make it clearer
to the public when the parks close for the day.

The new rules would throw out the "dawn to dusk"
description and adopt specific hours of 6:30am to
10:00pm. Exceptions would be made for events
receiving town permits, but for all others the parks
would be off limits at 10:00pm. The only exception
would be the marina.

Town officials say the demand for the use of facilities has
grown and is anticipated to continue to grow. Among the
facilities covered by the new handbook are the Mirror
Ballroom, the Lake Park Harbor Marina, the Marina Meeting
Room, Evergreen House, along with several park pavilions and

gazebos.

Compliance Officers. The selection is based on overall aesthetics
and upkeep. The property is honored with a "Property of the
